2. ON OR BEFORE March 22, 2017, Applicant/Complainant and Counsel for Protestants are to provide one another with copies of all exhibits and statements to be presented at the hearing.  
3. Any stipulations should be submitted to the undersigned no later than noon on March 27, 2017.
4. YOU MUST SERVE the undersigned DIRECTLY WITH a copy of ANY DOCUMENTS THAT YOU FILE IN THIS PROCEEDING.  IF YOU SEND US ANY DOCUMENT OR CORRESPONDENCE, YOU MUST SEND A COPY TO ALL OTHER PARTIES IN THE CASE.  THE CURRENT SERVICE LIST IS ATTACHED TO THIS ORDER.
5. A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must state the agreement or opposition of other parties, and must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) business days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa.Code §1.15(b).  Requests for changes of hearing dates must be sent to me and all parties of record.  My correct address is:

If you intend to present any documents or exhibits for our consideration, you must bring at least five (5) copies to the hearing.  These are the original and one copy for the Commission’s records, one copy for the undersigned and one copy for every other party.  Proposed exhibits should be properly pre-marked for identification.

This hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §§1.21 & 1.22, you may represent yourself, if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa.Code §1.24(b).

If you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa.Code §5.421.  You must submit your written application to the Administrative Law Judge sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days’ notice to answer or object, and so that you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.
