		On February 1, 2017, PECO Energy Company (PECO or the Company) filed Supplement No. 34 to Tariff Electric - Pa. P.U.C. No. 5 to become effective on April 1, 2017.  Supplement No. 34 was filed in accordance with the Joint Petition for Partial Settlement filed in the above docketed rate investigation, and revises the Tax Accounting Repair Credit (TARC) to the Company’s distribution rates associated with the adoption by PECO of a final IRS audit ruling on changes in accounting for repairs for tax purposes.  This results in a refund to customers that will start April 1, 2017 and run through December 31, 2018.  

			Commission Staff has reviewed the tariff revisions and found that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code, Supplement No. 34 to Tariff Electric - Pa. P.U.C. No. 5 is effective by operation of law according to the effective dates contained on each page of the supplement.  However, this does not constitute a determination that the revisions are just, lawful and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time, and is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against said tariff revisions.
