The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1.	Nasser Limousine Service, LLC, Respondent, maintains its principal place of business at 4751 Birney Avenue, Moosic, Pennsylvania, 18507.

		2.	That Respondent was issued a certificate of public convenience by this Commission on August 15, 2005 at Application Docket No. A-00120555 authorizing transportation of passengers in limousine authority.  

		3.	That on January 26, 2017, the Commission received an informal complaint alleging Respondent has been advertising and charging rates other than those specified in the tariff filed with the Commission.  A contract from a move and advertisements listing rates were included with the informal complaint.

		4.	That PUC Motor Carrier Enforcement Officer Steven Watkins investigated the allegations in the complaint and found the following violations:

			(a)  The amount charged on the contract for the deposit was greater than the amount specified in the tariff filed with the Commission.    

			(b)  Advertisements listed rates that were lower than those specified in the tariff.  

		5.	That Respondent, by requiring a deposit not in compliance with the specified tariff rates is in violation of Pa. C.S. §1303.  The penalty for this violation is $500.

6.	That Respondent, by advertising fees lower than the amount specified in the tariff on file with this Commission, is in violation of 52 Pa. Code §29.334.  The penalty for this violation is $100.




	
		WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine Nasser Limousine LLC the sum of six hundred dollars ($600.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint and order such other remedy as the Commission may deem to be appropriate.

The penalty could include a fine, the suspension or revocation of your certificate of public convenience or other remedy. 

		C.	You may elect not to contest this complaint by paying the fine proposed in this Complaint by certified check or money order.  Payment must be made to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and should be forwarded to:

		E.	If you file an Answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be assigned to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and decision.  The judge is not bound by the optional fine set forth above.
