To Whom It May Concern:

By Secretarial letter issued June 17, 2008 in the above referenced dockets, all work at the subject crossings was to be completed by December 31, 2012.
CSX Transportation, Inc. (CSXT) by petition filed March 7, 2017, requests that the Commission grant an extension of time until December 31, 2018, to complete the projects.  CSXT states in its petition that due to the operational constraints of adjoining subdivisions, the Philadelphia Subdivision Clearance Project was put on hold and delayed until work was completed on the Trenton Line Clearance Improvement Project.  The Philadelphia Subdivision Clearance Project is now in final design with construction expected to begin in the spring of 2017.
We have carefully reviewed the record in this proceeding, and will modify our Secretarial Letters issued in these proceedings and grant an extension of time to December 31, 2018 to complete the projects; therefore, the petition filed March 7, 2017 by CSX Transportation, Inc. be and is hereby granted.

The Commission issues this Secretarial letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and finds that:

In all respects non-inconsistent herewith, our Secretarial letters issued in these proceedings remain in full force and effect.

Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265, and must be filed within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission. 

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
