	The Bureau of Audits has reviewed PECO Energy Company’s proposed Supplement No. 42 to Tariff Electric – Pa. P.U.C. No. 5 and the supporting rate computations submitted on May 1, 2017 and May 24, 2017 to become effective on June 1, 2017.

	Based upon staff review, it appears that the proposed Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program Charge – Phase III (EEPC) rates are inconsistent with the Company’s tariff.  These rates were not able to be corrected prior to their effective date of June 1, 2017.  

	As such, the Bureau of Audits directs PECO Energy Company to file a tariff supplement and supporting rate computations reflecting the revised EEPC rates on ten days’ notice to be effective July 1, 2017.  

	The EEPC is subject to continuous Commission review and audit as well as reconciliation reports in accordance with Section 1307(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 1307(e).
