Your insurance company must file a Form E with the exact name of the applicant as it appears on this Letter – Leon L. & Linda J. Fuller.  You should also advise your insurance company to place the following numbers at the top of your insurance form - A-2016-2563259 and A-6419125.

THE COMMISSION WILL NOT ACCEPT ANOTHER PETITION FOR RECONSIDERATION OF STAFF ACTION IF COMPLIANCE IS NOT MET.
Upon the filing of permanent proof of insurance, you will be granted the right to operate as

follows:

To transport, as a common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons in paratransit service, limited to persons whose personal convictions prevent them from owning or operating motor vehicles, from points in Lewis Township, Northumberland County, to points in Pennsylvania, and return. 


If you have not previously submitted a copy of a current satisfactory safety rating from the U.S. Department of Transportation or another state with safety regulations comparable to Pennsylvania, you must demonstrate safety fitness by completing a Safety Fitness Review which will be scheduled by a PUC enforcement officer within 180 days of the date your certificate of public convenience is issued/entered.  Failure to submit to the Safety Fitness Review will result in the cancellation of your certificate.  An overview of the safety regulations for carriers of people, property, and household goods between points in Pennsylvania can be found on the PUC’s Website:  www.puc.pa.gov/general/onlineforms/pdf/safety_fitness_compliance.pdf 


You should become familiar with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code as applicable to the operation of a common carrier as authorized by this grant of authority.
