On May 26, 2017, FiberNet Telecommunications of Pennsylvania LLC (Company) submitted Supplement No. 7 to its intrastate switched access services Tariff Telephone – Pa. P.U.C. No. 4, effective July 1, 2017. However, this does not constitute a determination that the revisions are just, lawful, and reasonable, but only that suspension or further investigation does not appear warranted at this time.  This is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against said tariff revisions, and the revisions may be subject to true-up to the extent they are subsequently found to be unlawful, unjust, or unreasonable.  

All local exchange carriers (LECs) should maintain records sufficient to comply with the Commission’s record keeping requirements and, in addition, those set forth by the FCC.  Any LECs failure to do so may impact its ability to address the interplay of the tariff filing addressed in this Secretarial Letter and any subsequent developments.


	Further, please be advised that Commission Staff makes no determination whether the Company’s switched access rates are in compliance with Act 183, P.L. 1398 (66 Pa. C.S. § 3017(c)). 

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code § 5.44, file a petition with the Commission within 20 days of the date of this letter.
