Request for 30-day Extension

Dear Ms. Williams:  
By Order entered March 23, 2017, the Commission directed Duquesne Light Company (DLC) to initiate a collaborative process to address design issues with its Customer Assistance Program (CAP).  The Order provided the parties and DLC’s Income Eligible Program Advisory Group (IEPAG) with 90 days to reach a consensus regarding CAP design issues.  The Order further provided that the parties could jointly request 30-day extensions from the Commission’s Bureau of Consumer Services (BCS) if they are making progress toward a consensus regarding the CAP design issues.  
On June 23, 2017, DLC requested a 30-day extension until July 24, 2017, to submit a consensus CAP design for review and approval.  The Office of Consumer Advocate (OCA) and the Coalition for Affordable Utility Service and Energy Efficiency (CAUSE) authorized DLC to state that progress is being made and that they are not opposed to a 30-day extension.
