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The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1.	Nasser Limousine, LLC, Respondent, maintains its principal place of business at 4751 Birney Avenue, Moosic, Pennsylvania, 18507.

	2.	That Respondent was issued a certificate of public convenience by this Commission on August 15, 2005 at Application Docket No. A-00120555 authorizing transportation of passengers in limousine service and group and party 15 or greater service.   

	3.	That on May 9, 2017, the Commission received an informal complaint alleging Respondent was holding out to offer transportation of passengers in a vehicle with a seating capacity of 11 passengers while not being authorized by this Commission to transport passengers in groups of 11 to 15 authority.

	4.	That on June 13, 2017, PUC Motor Carrier Enforcement Officers Steven Watkins and Barry Pocovsky met with Joelle Angeli, receptionist/office manager, to investigate the informal complaint.  The officers requested all trip contracts from March 2017 to that date.  

	5.	That Respondent has in its fleet a 2006 Chrysler 300 bearing PA registration JVL2748 and having a VIN 2C3LA63H36H291309 and a 2006 Chrysler 300 bearing PA registration JVL2749 with a VIN 2C3KA53G46H432773.  These two vehicles, numbers 7 and 22, were determined by the officers to have a seating capacity of 11 passengers, excluding the driver.   Trips were found to be contracted utilizing these two vehicles on ten days during the time period between April 28, 2017 and June 10, 2017.  Respondent does not have authority to provide transportation for groups of 11 to 15 passengers.

	6.	By providing transportation in a service type not authorized by the Commission, Respondent has violated 66 Pa. C.S. §1102.  The fine is $1,000 per day of violation, for a total of $10,000.





		WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine Nasser Limousine LLC the sum of $10,000 (ten thousand) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint and order such other remedy as the Commission may deem to be appropriate.
