COMPLAINT

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1. That John J. Mastriano t/a Jumpsuit John Party Bus, Respondent, maintains a principal place of residence at 881 Flemington Street, Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania,15127.

	2.	That on July 7, 2017, PUC Pittsburgh District Office Supervisor Cynthia Hawthorne received a complaint that Respondent is advertising to provide passenger transportation service while not holding a Certificate of Public Convenience.  PUC Motor Carrier Enforcement Officers Christopher Urey and Ryan Balestra contacted Respondent using the alias of Craig to discuss hiring Respondent for a trip and were quoted a price of $100.  The officers requested to see the van that would be used for the trip.  Respondent met with the officers at the Speedway Café in Pittsburgh at which point they informed him they were Enforcement Officers for the Commission.  Respondent does not have authority to transport passengers from point to point in Pennsylvania.

	3.	That Respondent, by holding out to provide passenger service between points in Pennsylvania while not having operating authority with this Commission, violated the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1101.  The penalty for this violation is $500. 

		WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine John J. Mastriano t/a Jumpsuit John Party Bus, the sum of five hundred dollars ($500.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint.

		C.	You may elect not to contest this complaint by paying the fine proposed in this Complaint by certified check or money order.  Payment must be made to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and should be forwarded to:

		E.	If you file an Answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be assigned to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and decision.  The judge is not bound by the optional fine set forth above.
