To Whom It May Concern:

A formal complaint filed May 25, 2017, by Borough of Etna requests that the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission affirm that the crossing where Bridge Street crosses, at grade the tracks of Norfolk Southern Railway Company (DOT 510 967 F) in the Borough of Etna and Borough of Sharpsburg is a public crossing.
A field investigation and conference was arranged by Commission staff engineer and held at the site of the crossing on August 9, 2017 and representatives from Borough of Etna, Norfolk Southern Railway Company, Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, Voegele Company, Senator Vulakovich’s office and State Representative Dom Costa were present.
At the field conference, all parties acknowledged that the subject crossing is a public highway-rail crossing.  The Borough of Etna affirmed that it maintains a public ordained highway through the crossing area.  A review of the Commission’s records reveals that DOT 510 967 F is listed as a public crossing.
It was noted at the field conference that a “private crossing” sign was attached to the grade crossing (crossbuck) sign on the north approach roadway and no grade crossing (crossbuck) sign was present on the south approach roadway.  Norfolk Southern Railway Company will be directed to remove the “private crossing” sign and to install a crossbuck on the south approach roadway as required by Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

The parties also acknowledged that a grade crossing warning sign (W10-1) will be required on the north approach roadway.  Borough of Etna agreed to install and maintain the required sign.

Based on the review the records and the parties all acknowledging that the subject crossing is considered public, we will dismiss the complaint.



The Commission issues this Secretarial letter in accordance with Section 2702 of the Public Utility Code and finds that the record in the above docketed proceeding be “CLOSED.”

If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.31 and 5.44, file a Petition for Reconsideration from Staff Action (Petition) with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.  The Petition shall be sent to: Secretary, PA Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265, and must be filed within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission. 

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
