ORDER
MOTION TO COMPEL OF PECO ENERGY COMPANY GRANTED
On March 28, 2016, Ms. Walsh (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint against PECO Energy Company (PECO) alleging, inter alia, that PECO has threatened to shut off her service and that she does not want a smart meter installed at her home because a smart meter will adversely affect her mother, who has a pacemaker, and her husband, who has vertigo. 

PECO served upon Complainant its Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents (Set I) on April 21, 2017.  On August 11, 2017, PECO had not received responses to Set I and filed a Motion to Compel. Complainant has not filed a response to the Motion. 

52 Pa. Code § 5.342(a)(4) provides that a party must answer fully and completely unless an objection is made. This includes the production of documents sought through Set I.  See § 5.341(c).  Objections must be served within ten days of service of the interrogatories. § 5.342(e). Complainant did not file objections to Set I and the time to do so has passed.
THEREFORE

IT IS ORDERED

1. That Complainant provide Answers to PECO Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production NO LATER THAN SEPTEMBER 6, 2017.

2. That the Complainant must deliver Answers to Set I such that the Answers are received by PECO no later than noon on September 6, 2017.

3. That the parties comply with the Prehearing Order issued in this matter.
