TO ALL PARTIES:
On June 12, 2017, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Darlene D. Heep in the above-referenced proceeding.   Exceptions were due on or before July 3, 2017 and Replies to Exceptions were due on July 13, 2017.  According to the Commission’s records, no Exceptions or Replies to Exceptions were filed, so a Final Order adopting the Initial Decision was entered on July 20, 2017.
It has come to the Commission’s attention that Mr. Ingham was never served a copy of the Initial Decision or Final Order because he inadvertently unchecked the box electing service when he signed up for eService with the Commission. Consequently, the Initial Decision became final without further Commission action pursuant to the Final Order entered on July 20, 2017.  Mr. Ingham was not afforded an opportunity to file Exceptions because he never received a copy of the Initial Decision and the accompanying Secretarial Letter informing him of the deadlines to file Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions.
To correct the error described above, the Commission is taking the following actions:

The new deadline to file Exceptions to the Initial Decision will be twenty (20) days from the date of this Secretarial Letter and the new deadline to file Replies to Exceptions will be ten (10) days from the date Exceptions are due.

A copy of the Initial Decision and accompanying Secretarial Letter are attached to this Secretarial Letter and constitutes service on Mr. Ingham.

Should any exceptions be filed pursuant to Paragraph No. 2, above, the Commission will issue an Opinion and Order addressing the contested issues.  However, if no Exceptions are filed by the designated deadline in Ordering Paragraph No. 2, the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge Darlene D. Heep will become final without further Commission action.

Any reference to specific sections of the Administrative Law Judge’s Initial Decision shall include the page number(s) of the cited section of the decision.
