PREHEARING ORDER #2

MOTION FOR CONTINUANCE

GRANTED
By Hearing Notice filed on August 10, 2017, an Initial Hearing was scheduled for Friday, October 13, 2017, at 10:00 a.m.  By letter sent by electronic mail (email) on September 14, 2017, Robert E. Cherwony, Esquire, counsel for the Complainant, Recigno Laboratories Inc. (RLabs), requested that the Initial Hearing be rescheduled.  Attorney Cherwony expressed that the president of RLabs is not available on the scheduled hearing date because he was previously scheduled to be out-of-town due to personal reasons.  Attorney Cherwony represented that counsel for the Respondent, PECO Energy Company (PECO) does not object to the requested continuance.    


Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 1.15(b), a request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must be submitted by motion in writing, filed no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission or PUC).  The continuance requested by the Complainant is timely, but is not in the correct form.  


The Commission’s regulation at 52 Pa.Code § 1.2(a) states,

(a) This subpart shall be liberally construed to secure the just, speedy and inexpensive determination of every action or proceeding to which it is applicable.  The Commission or presiding officer at any stage of an action or proceeding may disregard an error or defect of procedure which does not affect the substantive rights of the parties.

Pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 1.2(a), the undersigned will treat the communicated request as a written motion by the Complainant.  The communication not being in the correct form will not delay the undersigned from securing a just, speedy and inexpensive determination in this proceeding.



This matter is ripe for ruling.



Counsel for the Complainant filed the requested continuance to alert this jurisdiction of a conflict in the scheduled hearing date for a critical witness.  It is appreciated that counsel provided timely notice.  It is also compelling that the Respondent does not object to the request.  


I find it reasonable to reschedule the initial hearing.   I also find it reasonable to reschedule the Initial Hearing.   Counsel provided the availability of dates in November 2017 for both he and his witness.  The rescheduled date will be sent separately and will be selected from the dates that the Complainant and Complainant’s counsel are available.


A Hearing Notice canceling the current hearing date and rescheduling to a future date will be issued.  All parties are encouraged to talk with each other to resolve this matter, or some portion thereof, if possible, as it is the Commission’s policy to encourage settlement.  52 Pa.Code § 5.231.   I caution both parties that a request in the future to continue this matter will be met with strict scrutiny. 


THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:
1. That the continuance requested by Robert E. Cherwony, Esquire, representing the Complainant in the formal Complaint of Recigno Laboratories Inc. Robinson v. PECO Energy Co. at Docket No. C-2017-2615815 is granted.
2. That this matter is to be rescheduled for hearing.
