INTERIM ORDER
GRANTING THIRD REQUEST FOR A CONTINUANCE


On April 5, 2017, Marotta Main Architects (Complainant) filed a formal complaint against UGI Utilities, Inc. (UGI), requesting that UGI relocate its gas meters from the distinguishing features of the front facade of its historic district building to the basement of the building in accordance with UGI’s Gas Operations Manual concerning historic districts.  UGI filed an answer denying the material allegations of the complaint on April 26, 2017.  

On June 5, 2017, the City of Lancaster (City) filed a petition to intervene to address the placement of gas meters in its historic districts.  On June 30, 2017, UGI filed an answer opposing the intervention of the City.
 
By notice dated June 30, 2017, this matter was assigned to me and scheduled for a telephonic prehearing conference on August 17, 2017.  A continuance was granted and the prehearing conference was rescheduled for October 4, 2017.

By interim order dated July 5, 2017, the Complainant was directed to cause an attorney to enter an appearance on or before July 28, 2017.  The Complainant was again directed by interim order dated July 26, 2017 to cause an attorney to enter an appearance at least 10 days prior to the rescheduled prehearing conference.  To date, no attorney has entered an appearance on behalf of the Complainant.  

By email dated September 28, 2017, UGI requested a continuance on behalf of the Complainant in order to continue settlement discussions.  Neither UGI nor the City of Lancaster objected to the request.  By interim order dated October 2, 2017, the request was granted.  The prehearing conference was rescheduled for Thursday, November 9, 2017.

UGI has again requested a continuance on behalf of the Complainant.  By email dated November 2, 2017, UGI reports that the Complainant is attempting to secure a right-of-way which may facilitate a resolution of the meter placement issue.  Neither UGI nor the City of Lancaster object to the request.

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

	1.	That the prehearing conference scheduled for November 9, 2017, shall be cancelled.

	2.	That the parties shall file a joint status report on or before January 22, 2017, describing the progress of their settlement discussions, and including a recommendation for further proceedings. 

	3.	That all other provisions of the prehearing conference order dated July 5, 2017, remain in effect.
