Upon issuance of a Certificate of Public Convenience you are granted the right to operate as follows:

To transport, as common carrier, by motor vehicle, persons in paratransit service, from points in the Counties of Bucks, Delaware, and Montgomery and the City and County of Philadelphia, to points in Pennsylvania, and return; provided that trips originating in the Counties of Bucks and Montgomery shall be limited to persons who are home care clients of Pampering Plus, Inc.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY PROVISION OF THIS LETTER WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS OF THE DATE OF THIS LETTER WILL RESULT IN THE DISMISSAL OF THE APPLICATION AND REQUIRE THE FILING OF A NEW APPLICATION AND FILING FEE.
