Investigation upon the Commission’s own motion to determine the condition and disposition of six (6) existing structures carrying various highways above the grade of the tracks of the Canadian Pacific Railroad in Great Bend Township, New Milford Township, Brooklyn Township, Hop Bottom Borough, Lathrop Township, Susquehanna County and Benton Township, Lackawanna County.

To Whom It May Concern:



At a location in Great Bend Township, Susquehanna County, Township Road T-821 (Old Lackawanna Trail) crosses above the grade of track of Norfolk Southern Railway Company (formerly the track of the Canadian Pacific Railroad) (DOT 263 952 J).  This crossing structure, a steel thru-girder bridge, is a part of the subject proceeding.
  
By letter received December 19, 2017, Pennsylvania Department of Transportation (Department) is requests that the Commission affirms the closing of the subject bridge.  In a recent inspection performed on the bridge, it was revealed that the abutment exhibits signs of severe deterioration, particularly in the critical bearing area under the superstructure.  Therefore, the Department has taken action to close the subject bridge to both pedestrian and vehicle traffic.


Upon review of the circumstances regarding the condition of the bridge and in the interest of safety to the public, we will affirm the Department’s action to close the subject bridge; THEREFORE:

1.
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation action to close the subject bridge to all vehicle and pedestrian traffic is hereby affirmed.

2.
Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, at its initial cost and expense, within fourteen (14) days from the date of service of this letter, furnish all material and perform all work necessary to erect proper fencing, signs and barricades at the ends of the bridge and approaches, thereto closing the bridge carrying T-821 (Old Lackawanna Trail) above grade the tracks of Norfolk Southern Railway Company, in Great Bend Township, Susquehanna County.

Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, at its initial cost and expense, furnish all material and do all work necessary to maintain the proper signs, fencing and barricades at the ends of the bridge and approaches, thereto.
   
 
If you are dissatisfied with the resolution of this matter, you may, as set forth in 52 Pa. Code §§ 1.31 and 5.44, file a Petition for Reconsideration from Staff Action (Petition) with the Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of this letter.  The Petition shall be sent to: Secretary, PA Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17105-3265, and must be filed within twenty (20) days, or if no timely request is made, the action will be deemed to be a final action of the Commission. 
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The Petition for Reconsideration must include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right-hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
