SECOND INTERIM ORDER 
GRANTING COMPLAINANT’S MOTION FOR A CONTINUANCE

By Hearing Notice dated December 15, 2017, an Initial In-Person Hearing was scheduled in this matter for Friday, February 16, 2018 at 10:00 a.m.
