COMPLAINT

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement hereby represents as follows:

That all authority issued to 1ST IMPRESSION LANDSCAPING, INC., T/A STORM WATER & EXCAVATING DIV, (respondent) is under suspension effective January 24, 2018 for failure to maintain evidence of insurance on file with this Commission.

[bookmark: NameAddress]2.	That respondent maintains a principal place of business at 99 WOLF LANE, NEWVILLE, PA  17241-8779.

[bookmark: AppDate][bookmark: AppNbr2]3.	That respondent was issued a Certificate of Public Convenience by this Commission on November 10, 2015, at A-8918110.

[bookmark: TypeInsurance]4.	That respondent has failed to maintain evidence of Liability insurance and Cargo insurance on file with this Commission.  The Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement’s proposed civil penalty for this violation is $500 and cancellation of the Certificate of Public Convenience.

5.	That respondent, by failing to maintain evidence of insurance on file with this Commission, violated 66 Pa. C.S. §512, 52 Pa. Code §32.2(c), and 52 Pa. Code §32.11(a), §32.12(a) or §32.13(a).

[bookmark: AppNbr3]WHEREFORE, unless respondent pays the penalty of $500 or files an answer in compliance with the attached notice and/or causes its insurer to file evidence of insurance with this Commission within twenty (20) days of the date of service of this Complaint, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request that the Commission issue an Order which (1) cancels the Certificate of Public Convenience held by respondent at A‑8918110 for failure to maintain evidence of current insurance on file with the Commission, (2) fines Respondent the sum of five hundred  dollars ($500.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint, (3) orders such other remedy as the Commission may deem to be appropriate, which may include the suspension of a vehicle registration and (4) imposes an additional fine on the respondent should cancellation occur.

C. You may elect not to contest this Complaint by causing your insurer to file proper evidence of current insurance in accordance with the Commission’s regulations and by paying the fine proposed in this Complaint by certified check or money order within twenty (20) days of the date of service of this Complaint.  ACCORD CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE and FAXED FORM Es and Hs ARE UNACCEPTABLE AS EVIDENCE OF INSURANCE.

D. If you file an Answer which either admits or fails to deny the allegations of the Complaint, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request the Commission to issue an Order imposing the penalty set forth in this Complaint.

E. If you file an Answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be assigned to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and decision.  The Judge is not bound by the penalty set forth in the Complaint, and may impose additional and/or alternative penalties as appropriate.

F. If you are a corporation, you must be represented by legal counsel. 52 Pa. Code §1.21.
