BY THE COMMISSION:


On January 21, 2009, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety instituted a Complaint against J. Allan Transport, LLC, Respondent, alleging Respondent abandoned or discontinued service without having submitted a letter to this Commission containing a statement that the service is no longer being rendered, a violation of the January 11, 1999 Commission Decision at P-981458.

The Bureau of Transportation and Safety notified Respondent that it must file an Answer to the Complaint in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §5.61, within twenty days of the date of service.  The Notice further specified that, if Respondent failed to answer the Complaint within twenty days, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety would request the Commission to issue an order cancelling Respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience, and notifying the Pennsylvania Department of Revenue and Respondent’s insurance carrier that Respondent’s Certificate is revoked.

The Complaint was served pm Respondent by Certified Mail on January 23, 2009. On January 28, 2009, Respondent simply resubmitted its Assessment Report indication zero PUC intrastate revenue. 
THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED:

That the allegations in the Complaint are deemed to be admitted.

That the Complaint is hereby sustained.

3. That the Certificate of Public Convenience, issued to Respondent at A-00123016, F.2 is hereby cancelled.

5. That Respondent is hereby notified to cease and desist from further violations 

of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq. and the regulations of the Commission, 

52 Pa. Code §§1.1, et seq.  In view of the cancellation of Respondent’s Certificate of Public Convenience, it is specifically prohibited from rendering service as a common carrier by motor vehicle in intrastate commerce in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

That should Respondent wish to again begin transportation operations in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Respondent must file a new application for authority in order to obtain a Certificate of Public Convenience.  The Respondent must pay all outstanding assessments and fines before this Commission will act on an application for authority.
