	On April 11, 2018, the Elverson Water Company, Inc. (EWC) filed the above-captioned tariff supplement seeking to implement a PENNVEST surcharge in accordance with the Commission’s policy statement at 52 Pa. Code §§ 69.361-69.364.  EWC seeks an effective date of June 1, 2018.

	EWC previously filed a tariff supplement on October 30, 2017, seeking to implement the instant surcharge at Docket No. R-2017-2632063 with an effective date of January 1, 2018.  No protests or complaints were filed at that docket.  On March 28, 2018, at Docket No. R-2017-2632063, EWC and the Office of Consumer Advocate filed a Joint Term Sheet in what otherwise appeared to be a non-contested proceeding.  In addition to filing a new tariff supplement on April 11, 2018, EWC also requested that its tariff supplement at Docket No. R-2017-2632063 be withdrawn. The Commission approved EWC’s request for withdrawal, via Secretarial Letter on April 12, 2018.  

	As a part of the instant tariff supplement, EWC requested that the Commission waive any requirements necessary for it to achieve an effective date of June 1, 2018.  The Commission interprets this request to namely address Commission notice regulations at 52 Pa. Code §§ 53.31, 53.45, 53.54(a), and 69.363(c). 

	 Given the above timeline, it appears that EWC provided notice of the PENNVEST tariff supplement and interested parties have had the opportunity to examine it in detail and to challenge it if so desired. Based on this, Staff will grant the EWC request for wavier at Docket No. R-2018-3001106, and instead impose a 20-day notice period to run concurrent with the April 11, 2018 filing date subject to appeal pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.44.
