In accordance with Section 702 of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Code, the Secretary’s Bureau is required to serve formal complaints by certified mail upon named respondents.  On May 1, 2018, Counsel for Complainant Senator Dinniman filed an amended complaint with the Commission and simultaneously served it directly on Sunoco Pipeline LLP (Sunoco).  The Secretary’s Bureau served the amended complaint by certified mail on May 1, 2018 to the mailing address Sunoco had provided to the Commission.
