ORDER 
GRANTING COMPLAINANT’S REQUEST FOR A CONTINUANCE  

By Hearing Notice dated February 2, 2018, this matter was scheduled as part of a Call of the Docket on Friday, March 30, 2018 at 9:30 a.m.

IT IS ORDERED;

1. That the continuance requested by the Complainant in the matter of Thomas J. Conway IV v. PECO Energy Company at Docket No. C-2018-2642987 is GRANTED;

1. That all other provisions of my initial Prehearing Order issued on February 13, 2018 shall remain in effect; and

1. That the scheduling staff of the Office of Administrative Law Judge shall reschedule this matter for a new date and notify the parties in writing.
