TO ALL PARTIES:
By Secretarial Letter dated August 6, 2018, the Commission issued the Initial Decision of Administrative Law Judge David A. Salapa in this matter.  Exceptions were due within twenty days of that letter, or by August 27, 2018.  Reply Exceptions were due within ten days after the date that Exceptions were due, or by September 6, 2018.
By correspondence dated August 14, 2018, Benjamin C. Dunlap, Jr., Esquire, on behalf of his client, Norfolk Southern Railway Company, and Charles Thomas, III, counsel for Great Bend Township, requested an extension of time from August 27, 2018, until August 31, 2018, to file Exceptions.  Additionally, Attorney Dunlap is also seeking an extension of time to file Replies to Exceptions until September 24, 2018.  Attorney Dunlap avers that he has contacted counsel for all the parties currently participating in the proceeding and that they all concur in the requested extensions to the deadlines to file Exceptions and Replies to Exceptions.
The reason for requesting an extension of time to file Exceptions is due to a conflict with Attorney Thomas’ current hearing scheduled and pre-planned travel dates with the present August 27, 2018 deadline.
