Knox Energy Cooperative Association, Inc., Respondent
TO ALL PARTIES OF RECORD:


On September 17, 2018, my office received the enclosed filing from the Respondent Knox Energy Cooperative Association, Inc., (Knox Energy) appearing to be an Answer to all of the above captioned formal complaints.  

However, our review of the filing by Knox Energy revealed several defects.  

First, Knox Energy must file a separate Answer or other responsive pleading to each of the above captioned complaints separately.  None of the Complainants or Knox Energy has filed a Motion with the Commission asking for consolidation of these complaints.  Once a Motion for consolidation is filed by any of the Parties, the Office of Administrative Law Judge will hear support or opposition for such a Motion.  

Second, Knox Energy’s filing has several defects: 1) Knox Energy failed to file verifications required by 52 Pa. Code Section 1.36; 2) Knox Energy failed to file a Notice of Appearance by an attorney licensed in Pennsylvania as required for corporations in adversarial proceedings under 52 Pa. Code Section 1.21, 1.22, 1.24, and 1.25; and, 3) Knox Energy failed to serve each of the Complainants with a copy of its filing and failed to provide a Certificate of Service as proof of service with its filing as required by 52 Pa. Code Section 1.54.  Therefore, Knox Energy’s filing is rejected.  

In order to cure these defects, Knox Energy is directed to file an Answer or other responsive pleading to each of the above captioned complaints by an attorney licensed in Pennsylvania as required in an adversarial proceeding by 52 Pa. Code Section 1.21, 1.22, 1.24, and 1.25.  
If the original deadline of twenty (20) days to file an Answer from the date of service of the complaint in accordance with 52 Pa. Code Section 5.61 has expired, Knox Energy will re-file its Answer to the complaint and cure the defects cited in this Secretarial Letter within ten (10) days (or by the close of business at 4:30 p.m. EST) on Friday, September 28, 2018.  Failure to cure these defects may result in a forfeiture of Knox Energy’s legal defense of these complaints.
If the twenty-day deadline to file an Answer from the date of service of the complaint has not yet expired, Knox Energy is directed to file its Answer timely (by twenty (20) days from the date of service and by the close of business at 4:30 p.m. EST) and in accordance with the regulations cited in this Secretarial Letter.  
The Commission reminds all Parties of Record that whenever making a filing at any of these above captioned docket numbers, the Parties to each complaint case must be served separately with a copy of the filing by first class mail, and a Certificate of Service as prescribed by 52 Pa. Code Section 1.58 must be filed with the Secretary of the Commission along with the original filing.  If the formal complaints are consolidated for hearing, all Parties may then be served together on one Certificate of Service.
