SECOND PREHEARING ORDER

On October 11, 2018, I received a written request from Michelle Kuntz (Complainant) for an extension of time to share her exhibits and statements with PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL or Respondent).  Complainant stated her doctor’s office is unable to provide medical records for several weeks.  Both parties agreed to postponing the evidentiary hearing date of January 11, 2019.  
The general policy in the Office of Administrative Law Judge (OALJ) is that no continuance shall be granted unless there is “good cause” shown.  See Pa.  Code § 1.15(b).  I find there to be “good cause” shown within the meaning of Section 1.15(b) as PPL’s expert witness is currently hospitalized due to a medical condition and Complainant’s doctor’s office will need several weeks to provide her with medical records.  Both parties offer good reasons for granting a continuance.  Therefore, the parties will receive further notice from the Office of Administrative Law Judge rescheduling the Telephonic Hearing to 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, April 30, 2019.    I encourage the parties to engage in further settlement negotiations. 
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That Michelle Kuntz’s unopposed request for a continuance of the Initial Telephonic Hearing of  January 11, 2019 is hereby GRANTED.  


2. That the initial evidentiary hearing scheduled for January 11, 2019 is hereby cancelled and shall be rescheduled to April 30, 2019.



3.
That if the parties intend to present any documents for the Administrative Law Judge’s (ALJ) consideration, they must mail the Administrative Law Judge three copies of the pre-marked exhibits (i.e. C-1, C-2, C-3) for the hearing by April 24, 2019.      



4.
That if you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b). 



5.
That a request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  The requesting party must contact the other party to determine whether there is agreement to the change prior to contacting the presiding officer.  Requests for changes of initial hearings must be sent to me with copies to all parties of record.  Changes are granted only in rare situations where sufficient cause exists.  



6.

YOU WILL LOSE THIS CASE IF YOU DO NOT TAKE PART IN THIS HEARING AND PRESENT EVIDENCE ON THE ISSUES RAISED.



8.
This hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s rules of practice and procedure.  52 Pa. Code Chapters 1, 3 and 5.



9.
Commission policy is to encourage settlements.  52 Pa. Code § 5.231(a).  Utility is required to contact Complainant to discuss informally the possible settlement of this case as soon as possible but no later than at least one week before the hearing.  If you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve as many questions or issues as possible during your informal discussion. 



10.
If you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa. Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application to me sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days’ notice to answer or object, and so you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.



11.
On or before February 28, 2019, Complainant is directed to serve copies of statements, reports, and any direct written testimony of any expert witnesses she intends to call at the hearing upon Respondent pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.412(a).  


12.
On or before  March 29, 2019, PPL is directed to serve copies of statements, reports, rebuttal testimony and exhibits to be presented at the hearing on Complainant.
