A. No.  

Q. Okay.  

Now, does the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission have a regulation that - that addresses the location and service lines regulators, which regulate pressure and meters?
 
A. No.

After reviewing the transcript as a whole, and considering other testimony of Mr. Stahovich, it appears that the answers to both questions should have been recorded as “yes.”
		THEREFORE,

		IT IS ORDERED:

		1.	That the record in the above-captioned complaints is reopened.

		2.	That page 27, line 8 and line 14 of the July 18, 2018 transcript are corrected to record an answer of “Yes.”

		3.	That any party wishing to object to the above correction shall do so in writing on or before November 2, 2018.

		4. 	That in the event no objections are received by November 2, 2018, the transcript will be deemed corrected and the record shall be reclosed.
