ORDER REASSIGNING APPLICATION TO 
THE BUREAU OF TECHNICAL UTILITY SERVICES



On September 15, 2018, the Applicant, AAA Medical Transport, Inc. t/a AAA Fleet, filed an application with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) requesting authority to amend its existing authority at Docket Nos. A-2017-2589751, A-2016-2553645 and A‑2017-2605802 so as to allow it to provide paratransit service from points in the Counties of Chester, Montgomery and Bucks to points in Pennsylvania and return.  Notice of the application was published in the September 22, 2018 edition of the Pennsylvania Bulletin, 48 Pa.B. 5934. The notice specified a protest deadline of October 8, 2018.  



A timely protest to the application was filed by Rover Community Transportation, Inc. (Rover) on October 5, 2018.  The protest generally challenged the fitness of the Applicant to provide the proposed service.  The protest requested that the application be denied.


On October 19, 2018, Counsel for the Applicant filed a Restrictive Amendment and Stipulation (Restrictive Amendment), executed by both the Applicant and counsel to Rover, wherein the Applicant agreed to amend the application to read as follows:

To transport, as a common carrier, persons in paratransit service from points in the Counties of Montgomery and Bucks to points in Pennsylvania and return.  

Rover agreed in the Restrictive Amendment that if the application is approved without modification, its protest will be withdrawn.        



With the filing of the Restrictive Amendment, the application is now unopposed.  Therefore, I will reassign this matter to the Bureau of Technical Utility Services for further review under the Commission’s modified procedure, pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §3.381(c)(1)(iii).
ORDER


THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the application of AAA Medical Transport, Inc. t/a AAA Fleet, at Docket No. A-2018-3004485, be referred to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Bureau of Technical Utility Services for review under the Commission’s modified procedure, pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §3.381(c)(1)(iii).
