In the Order entered September 20, 2018 the Motion for Default Judgment filed by the Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement on April 26, 2018 was granted.  The Order stated that, if the outstanding assessment balance of $530 and a civil penalty of $580 for the alleged violation were not paid within thirty days of the entry date of the Order, the Commission would pursue all remedies provided by law.

To date, more than thirty days later, no response has been received from the respondent; therefore, the Bureau of Administrative Services, shall refer this matter to the Pennsylvania Office of Attorney General for appropriate action.  It is the Commission’s intent to consider pursuing all remedies, provided by law, including criminal prosecution as well as the initiation of an enforcement proceeding in the Commonwealth Court, pursuant to Pa.
