INTERIM ORDER
DENYING THE MOTION TO STAY FILED BY COMPLAINANT 


Diana Sabatine (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) against West Penn Power Company on June 18, 2018 seeking relief from the Commission regarding, inter alia, her objection to the proposed installation of a smart meter by Respondent.   

		On November 29, 2018, Complainant filed a Motion to Stay (Motion).  The Motion did not include a notice to plead directed to Respondent and does not indicate that a copy of the Petition was served upon the undersigned presiding officer.  Complainant essentially avers that the Commission lacks jurisdiction to hear the Complaint that she filed with the Commission.  
The Motion requests a stay of all proceedings for 90 days, “pending control of this matter moving to a Court of Record.”

		The Motion fails to set forth any basis in fact or law to justify a stay of the proceedings initiated by the filing of a Complaint by Complainant on June 18, 2018.  Accordingly, the Motion will be denied.   

		Under the circumstances, the following order will be entered.

For the reasons set forth above, the Motion to Stay filed by Complainant on November 29, 2018, is denied.
