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INTERIM ORDER AMENDING THE ORDER ENTERED ON DECEMBER 27, 2018 CORRECTING THE DEADLINE FOR COMPLAINANT TO PROVIDE RESPONSES TO  INTERROGATORIES AND DOCUMENT REQUESTS TO FEBRUARY 1, 2019

	
On November 5, 2018, the Company issued to Complainant interrogatories and document requests (Discovery Requests).  In its Discovery Requests, the Company sought information and documents related to Complainant’s allegations regarding the Company’s smart meters.  

On or about November 15, 2018, Complainant, by letter, objected to all of the Company’s Discovery Requests.  Complainant objected on the grounds that it would be “impossible” to respond to the Company’s Discovery Requests within the timeframe provided and stating that many of the questions were irrelevant, duplicative of the “questions asked” in the interim order which established the litigation schedule, intrusive and an “invasion of privacy.”  Complainant also stated that she questions “the legality of this entire process.”

	On November 26, 2018, Respondent filed a Motion To Compel Responses To Interrogatories And Document Requests (Motion to Compel).
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	On December 27, 2018, an interim order was entered granting Respondent’s Motion to Compel and requiring Complainant to serve full and complete responses to the Discovery Requests not later than January 31, 2019.

	On January 4, 2019, an interim order was entered requiring Complainant to serve full and complete responses to the Discovery Requests not later than February 1, 2019.

	Under the circumstances, the interim order entered on December 27, 2018 will be amended to correct the deadline for Complainant to serve full and complete responses to the Discovery Requests from January 31, 2019 to February 1, 2019.
 
	      	THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

That the interim order entered on December 27, 2018 is hereby amended to correct the deadline for Complainant to serve full and complete responses to the Discovery Requests propounded by Respondent from January 31, 2019 to February 1, 2019.  Accordingly, Complainant shall serve upon counsel for Respondent, full and complete responses to all of the Interrogatories and Request For Production of Documents served upon Complainant by Respondent not later than February 1, 2019.
