INTERIM ORDER

		To the extent that Complainants seek assistance in attempting to narrow the issues in this case or seek a resolution with Respondent, Complainants are reminded that a prehearing conference and settlement conference will be scheduled upon written request of either party to this proceeding.

The parties are directed to review the regulations pertaining to prehearing conferences, 52 Pa. Code §5.221- §5.224, and in particular, §5.222(d) which provides, in part:

	(d) Parties and counsel will be expected to attend the conference by telephone fully prepared for useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive, and fully authorized to make commitments with respect thereto. 

	The parties will be expected to be prepared to fully address the litigation schedule in this matter and to address and any outstanding issues in this case.  In addition, the parties will be permitted to discuss the possible settlement of this dispute if the parties consent to such a discussion.  Written prehearing memoranda will not be required.
		
Preparation by the parties prior to the prehearing conference shall include:

1. Advance study of all relevant materials.

	(ii) Advance informal communication between the parties, including requests for additional data and information, to the extent it appears feasible and desirable.  

	THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:


		1.	That a prehearing conference, to include a settlement conference will be scheduled upon written request of either party to this proceeding.

		2.	That the parties are reminded to provide a copy to the opposing party, or counsel, if represented, of any documents or correspondence provided to the undersigned presiding officer.
