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INTERIM ORDER
GRANTING A CONTINUANCE

		On October 19, 2018, HFT Holdings, Inc. (Complainant) filed two formal complaints against Duquesne Light Company, alleging incorrect charges on the bills for two commercial properties, known as Manor Oak I (C-2018-3005529) and Manor Oak II (C-2018-3005532).  As relief the Complainant wants, among other things, the bills recalculated and a refund issued for the amount overpaid.  On November 8, 2018, Duquesne Light filed an answer and new matter, preliminary objections and a motion to consolidate[footnoteRef:1] for each complaint. [1:  	On December 3, 2018, Duquesne Light filed a redacted copy of the motion to consolidate which redacted the account numbers associated with each commercial property.] 


		On December 14, 2018, the Complainant filed a response to the motion to consolidate and a reply to new matter.

		By hearing notice dated December 14, 2018, this matter was assigned to me and scheduled for a telephonic evidentiary hearing on January 29, 2019.  A prehearing order was served on December 17, 2018.  The hearing was converted to a prehearing conference and convened as scheduled.  Following a discussion with the parties, an evidentiary hearing was scheduled for March 19, 2019.

		On March 18, 2019, the parties filed a request for a continuance.  They reported that they had made substantial progress in settlement negotiations and wished for additional time to finalize their discussions.

	THEREFORE,

	IT IS ORDERED:

	1.	That the joint request for a continuance is GRANTED.  The hearing scheduled for Mach 19, 2019 shall be cancelled.

	2.	That on or before March 25, 2019, the parties shall file a joint status report regarding the progress of settlement discussions.  In the event that a hearing will be necessary, the status report shall include at least three alternate dates when both counsel and witnesses are available for a rescheduled hearing.

	3.	That all other provisions of the prehearing order dated December 17, 2018 remain in effect, including instructions related to the presentation of documents or exhibits.
