ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO COMPEL
On July 24, 2018, Complainant Jonathan Barris filed a Formal Complaint against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) seeking to prevent installation of a smart meter, at his home, alleging that radiofrequency fields from smart meters have adverse health effects. 
PPL served its Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents (Set I) upon the Complainant on October 29, 2018.  Complainant served responses on December 27, 2019.  On March 6, 2019, PPL filed the instant Motion to Compel. Complainant has not filed a response to the Motion. 

In its Motion to Compel, PPL seeks an order compelling full responses to Set I, Questions 3 and 4.   Specifically, PPL requests information about Complainant’s amount of cell phone usage and 12 months of phone bills showing usage pursuant to Question 3.   Also, PPL requests medical records, medical diagnoses and/or prescribed treatment of therapy associated with the medical conditions Complainant alleges result from exposure to meters pursuant to Question 4.  
 52 Pa. Code § 5.342(a)(4) provides that a party must answer fully and completely unless an objection is made. This includes the production of documents and information sought through Set I.  See § 5.341(c).  Objections must be served within ten days of service of the interrogatories. § 5.342(e). Complainant did not file objections to Set I.
I find information pertaining to 12-months cell phone usage and medical records, diagnoses and/or prescribed treatment of therapy associated with the medical conditions Complainant alleges result from exposure to meters may be admissible or lead to discovery of admissible evidence at the hearing and is discoverable under the broad terms of 52 Pa. Code Section 5.321.  
THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:
1. That PPL Utilities Corporation’s Motion to Compel is granted.

2. That Complainant is directed to provide PPL Utilities Corporation with full responses to PPL Set I Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents Questions 3 and 4 consistent with the body of this Order no later than April 4, 2019.
