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COMPLAINT


The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within the Commonwealth.  The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement and other bureaus with enforcement responsibilities.  Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public Utility Code, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as follows:

1. Nasser Limousine Service, LLC, Respondent, maintains its principal place of business at 4751 Birney Avenue, Moosic, Pennsylvania, 18507.

2. That Respondent was issued a certificate of public convenience by this Commission on August 15, 2005 at Application Docket No. A-00120555 authorizing transportation of passengers in group and party 16 or greater authority.

3. On October 3, 2018, the Certificate of Public Convenience, issued to Respondent, Nasser Limousine, LLC, at carrier identification no. A-00120555 was cancelled for failure to maintain evidence of bodily injury property damage liability insurance and cargo insurance on file with this Commission, a violation of 66 Pa. C.S. §512, 52 Pa. Code §32.2(c), 52 Pa. Code §32.12(a), and 52 Pa. Code §32.13(a).  

4. That the Commission received an informal complaint alleging Respondent is continuing to operate while not having authority to provide transportation of passengers from one point to another in Pennsylvania for compensation.

5. That PUC Motor Carrier Enforcement Officer Barry J. Pacovsky and Supervisor Andrew Turriziani investigated the complaint and documented the following trip contract sheets: 
	
(a) A night out on November 3, 2018, with a pickup location in Clifford Township, Susquehanna County, Pa., and a destination of The Summit in New Milford, Susquehanna County, Pa. with a total cost of $600.

(b) A night out on November 3, 2018, with a pickup location in Mountaintop, Luzerne County, Pa., and a destination of Sandspring Country Club, Drums, Luzerne County, Pa with a total cost of $699.



(c) A night out on November 10, 2018, with a pickup location in Factoryville, Wyoming County, Pa. and a destination of Montage Mountain Rhythm and Brews Festival, Lackawanna County, Pa. with a total cost of $479.  A driver/vehicle examination report was completed on the vehicle used for this trip, a 2005 Chevrolet with Pa. tag BA61161 and Vehicle Identification Number 1GBJ5V1245F510623 and registered to Respondent.

(d) A wedding on November 24, 2018, with pickups in Kingston, Luzerne County and Hanover Township, Northampton County, Pa. and a destination of the VFW, Kingston, Luzerne County, Pa. with a total cost of $1,274. 

(e) A local night out on December 1, 2018, with a pickup location in Bear Creek, Plains Township with a total cost of $699.

		6.	That Respondent, by holding out to provide passenger service between points in Pennsylvania for compensation while not having operating authority with this Commission, violated the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §1101.  The penalty for this violation is $1,000 per trip and Respondent’s referenced vehicle registration will be suspended by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation.  

WHEREFORE, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission fine Nasser Limousine LLC the sum of five thousand dollars ($5,000.00) for the illegal activity described in this Complaint and the suspension of Respondent’s vehicle registration at Vehicle Identification No. 1GBJ5V1245F510623 by the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation.

An Answer is a written explanation of circumstances wished to be considered in determining the outcome.  The Answer shall raise all factual and legal arguments that you wish to claim in your defense and must include the reference number of this Complaint.  Your Answer must be verified and the original shall be mailed to:

B. If you fail to answer this complaint within twenty (20) days, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request that the Commission issue a Secretarial Letter imposing a penalty. The penalty could include a fine, the suspension or revocation of your certificate of public convenience or other remedy. 

C. You may elect not to contest this complaint by paying the fine proposed in this Complaint by certified check or money order.  Payment must be made to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and should be forwarded to:

D. Your payment is an admission that you committed the alleged violation and an agreement to cease and desist from further violations.  Upon receipt of your payment, the complaint proceeding shall be closed.  

E. If you file an Answer, which admits or fails to deny the allegations of the Complaint, the Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement will request that the Commission issue a Secretarial Letter imposing a penalty.  

F. If you file an Answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be assigned to an Administrative Law Judge for hearing and decision.  The judge is not bound by the optional fine set forth above.
