Specifically, this letter acknowledges receipt of verification that PAWC-WD has provided individualized notice of the proposed acquisition to all potentially affected PAWC water and wastewater division customers as directed by the Secretarial Letter issued on December 19, 2019, at the above-referenced docket.  This Secretarial Letter finalizes acceptance of the filing for further consideration before the Commission.

It will be necessary for PAWC-WD to serve copies of the Application upon the following parties, then file proof of such service with this Commission, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code, §1.57 and §1.58 on:
-	Each city, borough, town, township, county and related planning office included, in whole or in part, in the proposed service area;
-	Each water or wastewater utility, municipal corporation or authority which provides water or wastewater collection, treatment and disposal service to the public and whose service area abuts the service area proposed in the application; and
-	The Department of Environmental Protection’s appropriate regional office.

The Commission will proceed with publishing notice of the Application in the April 27, 2019 edition of the Pennsylvania Bulletin with a protest deadline of May 14, 2019.  This matter will now be assigned to the Commission’s Office of Administrative Law Judge for disposition of the above-referenced application and any other matters pending at that docket.  You will be advised of any further necessary procedure.
