By Secretarial Letter dated April 18, 2018, the Commission sustained the Complaint filed against T&S Limousines Inc., at C-2018-2643390.  The Commission also cancelled T&S Limousines Inc.’s Certificate of Public Convenience at A-00121625 and  fined T&S Limousines Inc. $600 for failure to maintain evidence of insurance on file with the Commission and for failure to file an answer to the Complaint.  
This Commission has the power to rescind a Secretarial Letter considering newly discovered evidence or a change of circumstances which justify reconsideration.  Under the circumstances, the Commission has determined that the Secretarial Letter of April 18, 2018 cancelling your authority and issuing a fine of $600 shall be rescinded.  Given our rescission of the April 18, 2018 Secretarial Letter, we shall also rescind the Secretarial Letter issued on March 25, 2019, at Docket No. C-2017-2638362, which pertains to similar matters.  Accordingly, T&S Limousine Inc.’s Certificate of Public Convenience will be reinstated upon compliance with the following:
