It has come to our attention that Lyft Inc. drivers use illuminated signs which have not been approved by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.
            Section 4307(c.1) of Title 75 Pennsylvania Vehicle Code states that “a Transportation Network Company Driver may display an illuminated sign provided by a Transportation Network Company (TNC) within the interior of his or her vehicle so long as such sign is approved by the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission or the Philadelphia Parking Authority, as applicable.” This Section of the Vehicle Code also states that “(t)he Transportation Network Company shall file the illuminated sign with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission for review and approval.” 75 Pa.C.S. § 4307(c.1).
