ORDER ON REMAND
On January 4, 2019, the Commission issued an Opinion and Order in the above-captioned case setting aside my Recommended Decision issued on May 15, 2018, remanding the case to the Office of Administrative Law Judge (OALJ) for the purpose of reevaluating the petition under Act 120
  and the issuance of a Recommended Decision on remand. 

After several months of settlement negotiations, on June 7, 2019, Pennsylvania American Water Company informed me that the parties to this proceeding have reached a full settlement in principle on all issues.  Therefore, in accordance with 52 Pa. Code §5.224, the parties are given leave until July 17, 2019, within which time to submit a Joint Stipulation for Admission of Evidence and Copies of Statements and Exhibits as well as a Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement.  Statements submitted for evidence shall contain verifications attesting to the veracity of the statements under penalty of law.  The Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement shall have attached to it Statements in Support from each signatory party to the Settlement.  Additionally, Pennsylvania American Water Company has until July 17, 2019 to file any proposed tariff(s) referenced in the Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement for review pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.232(d).

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the parties are given leave until July 17, 2019, to file a Joint Stipulation for Admission of Evidence and Copies of Statements and Exhibits (with verifications attached) as well as a Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement (with individual Statements in Support attached).

That Pennsylvania American Water Company may file Proposed Tariff(s) with the Joint Petition for Approval of Settlement on or before July 17, 2019.
