INTERIM ORDER
GRANTING COMPLAINANTS REQUEST TO
RESCHEDULE PREHEARING CONFERENCE

Janet E. Cole (Complainant) filed a Formal Complaint (Complaint) with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) against Metropolitan Edison Company (Respondent or Company) on June 18, 2018.    

On July 17, 2018, Respondent filed an Answer and New Matter to the Complaint and Preliminary Objections.

An interim order was entered on October 10, 2018 denying the preliminary objections.  

On May 9, 2019, an interim order was entered scheduling a prehearing conference in this proceeding for June 20, 2019 at 9:00 a.m.

On June 7, 2019, the undersigned presiding officer received correspondence from Complainant dated June 4, 2019 requesting that her prehearing conference scheduled for June 20, 2019 at 9:00 a.m. be scheduled as an afternoon conference.    

Complainant also inquired as to whether she could have a representative to assist her in this proceeding.  Complainant is reminded that pursuant to 52 Pa.Code §§ 1.21 & 1.22, an individual may represent himself or herself, or an individual may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent the individual.  However, a partnership, limited liability company, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent it in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall insure that their appearance is entered in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa.Code § 1.24(b).

If you wish to be represented by an attorney, you should promptly retain an attorney without delay.
