Dear Ms. Polacek:  
On July 26, 2016, Wellsboro Electric Company (Wellsboro), Utility Code 111200, filed pursuant to 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 2102(a), et. seq., updated schedules B-1, D-1, D-2 and D-3 to its currently approved Affiliated Interest Agreement (Wellsboro 2008 AIA) at Docket No. G-2008-2021399, which was approved by Secretarial Letter dated February 11, 2011.  The Agreement is between Wellsboro and C&T Enterprises Inc. (C&T), and includes Lease Agreements between Wellsboro and C&T.  At this time, changes are proposed only to the updated schedules.  
On December 31, 2007, Wellsboro filed for approval of a commercial lease agreement with Tri-County Rural Electric Cooperative (Tri-County) and C&T at Docket No. G-2008-2021400, and an oral agreement for a joint employee with Tri-County at Docket No. G-2008-2021401.  

On July 26, 2016, Valley Energy, Inc. (Valley), Utility Code 125100, and Citizens’ Electric Company of Lewisburg, PA (Citizens’), Utility Code 110050, filed updates to schedule B-1 and revised the Contracts for Services to the AIAs originally filed December 31, 2007 between Valley and C&T at Docket No. G-2008-2020732 and Citizens’ and C&T at Docket No. G-2008-2020733.
Upon review of the companies’ filings, it does not appear that these filings are unreasonable or contrary to the public interest.  Therefore, these filings are hereby approved, and the Secretary’s Bureau shall close these cases.  We note, included with this approval are Valley and Citizens’ original AIAs filed on December 31, 2007 at Docket Nos. G-2008-2020732 and G-2008-2020733.  However, approval of these filings does not constitute a determination that such filings are consistent with the public interest and that the associated costs or expenses are reasonable or prudent for the purposes of determining just and reasonable rates.  Furthermore, the Commission’s approval is contingent upon the possibility that subsequent audits, reviews, and inquiry, in any Commission proceeding, may be conducted, pursuant to 66 Pa. C.S. §§ 2102, et seq.  

In addition, this approval will apply only to the agreement(s), service(s), matters, and parties specifically and clearly defined under this instant filing, as well as under any associated and previously filed filings.
