To Whom It May Concern:

This matter is before us by reason of a complaint filed November 6, 2018, by Franklin Township (Township) involving the partial failure of a drainage cross-pipe under the roadway approach within the public crossing (DOT 871 051 N) where T-346 (Railroad Lane) crosses, at grade, the track of CSX Transportation, Inc., located in Franklin Township, Adams County.
The parties agreed amicably to satisfy the complaint under the Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated February 8, 2019 for this proceeding.
A final inspection field view conducted by a Commission staff engineer on July 18, 2019 revealed that all work has been completed to the satisfaction of the Complainant Franklin Township and all parties involved and as per the Commission’s Secretarial Letter dated February 8, 2019, resolving the complaint issues, allocation of costs and assignment of the future maintenance responsibilities.

The Petition MUST include: (1) a written statement (divided into numbered paragraphs) outlining the reasons for the request; (2) the case docket number (it is provided for you at the top right hand corner of this letter); (3) the party on whose behalf the petition is made; (4) a Certificate of Service on the other parties of record; and (5) a Verification with original signature in accordance with 52 Pa. Code § 1.36.
