INTERIM ORDER
REVISING LITIGATION SCHEDULE AND DEADLINE
TO RESPOND TO DISCOVERY REQUESTS 

On April 9, 2019, Complainant filed a motion to revise the litigation schedule established in this case and requested additional time to respond to the discovery requests propounded by Respondent.  Accordingly, an Interim Order was entered on April 24, 2019 revising the litigation schedule and deadline to respond to discovery requests.

On July 8, 2019, the undersigned Presiding Officer received another request from Complainant for an extension of the litigation schedule deadlines.

Under the circumstances, the Parties shall comply with the following revised litigation schedule:

		1.	ON OR BEFORE September 12, 2019, any Party wishing to present factual testimony of any person other than Complainant must provide to the other Party in writing, the name and business address of that person and a written summary of the expected testimony of that person.

2.	ON OR BEFORE September 12, 2019, any Party wishing to present expert testimony (including but not limited to medical, technical, etc.) must provide to the other Party in writing, the name and business address of that expert and a written summary of the expected testimony of that expert.
3.    	ON OR BEFORE October 7, 2019, the Parties shall conclude discovery in this proceeding.

4.	ON OR BEFORE November 15, 2019, the Parties shall file a status report in this proceeding and serve the opposing Party and the undersigned Presiding Officer.  For planning purposes, the parties are advised that it is anticipated that the hearing will be scheduled in February of 2020 and will be held on two consecutive days.  The Parties will need to contact all of their respective witnesses and identify all dates in which the witnesses will be available to provide testimony in this proceeding during the month of February.  The Parties shall confer and determine if they wish to have the hearing scheduled as an in-person in Harrisburg or telephonic hearing.  Absent an agreement by the Parties or a written request for an in-person hearing by a party, it is anticipated that the hearing will be scheduled as a telephonic hearing as opposed to an in-person hearing in Harrisburg.  In the event that an in-person hearing is scheduled, the witnesses shall testify in-person at the hearing, unless otherwise ordered.  

		5.	The Parties shall exchange the respective dates in which all of their witnesses will be available, and attempt to agree upon at least two consecutive dates for the scheduling of the evidentiary hearing in February and include the agreed upon or proposed hearing dates in their status report.

6.	ON OR BEFORE November 8, 2019, Complainant shall submit written direct testimony of Complainant and Complainant’s witnesses, with properly executed verifications, consistent with Commission practice and the Commission’s rules and regulations.

7.	ON OR BEFORE December 31, 2019, Respondent shall submit written rebuttal testimony of Respondent’s witnesses, with properly executed verifications, consistent with Commission practice and the Commission’s rules and regulations.

8.	Any dispositive motions must be filed by January 30, 2020.  Any responses to any dispositive motion must be filed no later than twenty (20) days after service of that motion.

		9.	Upon consideration of any dispositive motions filed in this proceeding, a hearing date will be established in the event that an evidentiary hearing is necessary.

		10.	The Parties shall comply in all other respects with the Interim Order entered on March 7, 2019.

		11.	Complainant shall serve any appropriate objections to the discovery requests propounded by Respondent on or before August 2, 2019 and serve full and complete responses to the discovery requests and file a Certificate of Service with the Commission’s Secretary on or before August 30, 2019.
