INTERIM ORDER
CLOSING THE HEARING RECORD

On February 8, 2019, Christopher Tellefsen and Jo-Anna Tellefsen (Complainants) entered into a Stipulation with Metropolitan Edison Company (Respondent or Company) with regard to the formal complaint filed by Complainants on October 10, 2018.  The Stipulation provides, in part, that the Parties agree that there are no material issues of fact to be addressed at an evidentiary hearing.  The Parties further agree that a hearing is not necessary and to have the case decided upon the terms of the Stipulation of the Parties and the submission of legal briefs on the sole issue of whether or not smart meter installation is mandated in Pennsylvania by Act 129.

The Parties further proposed a briefing deadline of March 15, 2019.  This deadline was extended until April 1, 2019, as the Parties agreed to the March 15, 2019 deadline. However, the Stipulation was not filed until February 21, 2019.

On March 1, 2019, an Interim Order was entered approving the Stipulation between Christopher and Jo-Anna Tellefsen and Metropolitan Edison Company dated February 8, 2019 (Stipulation) and filed with the Commission’s Secretary on February 21, 2019.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, the order provided that the sole issue to be determined by the undersigned Presiding Officer is whether or not Respondent is mandated by Pennsylvania Act 129 to install a smart meter upon Complainants’ property, as identified in the formal complaint filed by Complainants on October 10, 2018.  The order continued that the Stipulation, or any part thereof, may be relied upon by the undersigned Presiding Officer as a basis for the issuance of an initial decision in this proceeding.

The order provided that any briefs filed shall also be provided to the undersigned Presiding Officer in written and electronic form on or before April 1, 2019.

Finally, the order provided that any Party may request to withdraw from the Stipulation or object to the terms of this Interim Order, in writing, filed with the Commission’s Secretary, on or before March 22, 2019.  Otherwise, the terms set forth in this Interim Order shall be binding upon all Parties as if the terms of this order were specifically set forth in the Stipulation of the Parties.

On April 1, 2019, Respondent filed its brief.  On April 1, 2019, the undersigned Presiding Officer received the brief from Complainant dated March 27, 2019.

Under the circumstances, this matter is ripe for a decision and the hearing record is hereby closed.  


THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the record in the above-captioned matter filed at C-2018-3005250 is closed.




2. That an initial decision will be issued in this proceeding filed at C-2018-3005250.
