FINAL ORDER

THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That Derrick and Kelly Thompson’s Complaint against Metropolitan Edison Company at Docket No. C-2018-3006429 is granted. 

2.
That, in accordance with Section 1405(e) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa.C.S. § 1405(e), the payment arrangement issued by the Bureau of Consumer Services on May 4, 2017 in BCS Case No. 3520158 is reinstated, and the remaining term is extended for an initial period of six months following the entry of a final Commission order in this case.

That as long as the Thompsons maintain the terms of the reinstated payment arrangement, Metropolitan Edison Company shall not suspend or terminate their utility service except for valid safety or emergency reasons or assess late payments or finance charges against her account.

4.
That, if the Thompsons do not keep the reinstated payment arrangement, Metropolitan Edison Company is authorized to suspend or terminate their service in accordance with the Commission's statutes and regulations.

That the docket at Docket No. C-2018-3006429 is marked closed.
