	Upon issuance of a license your client will be granted the right to operate as follows:

To transport, as a dual motor carrier, persons in transportation network service between points in Pennsylvania, excluding service under the jurisdiction of the Philadelphia Parking Authority.

	FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ANY PROVISION OF THIS LETTER WITHIN SIXTY (60) DAYS OF THE DATE OF THIS LETTER WILL RESULT IN THE DISMISSAL OF THE APPLICATION AND REQUIRE THE FILING OF A NEW APPLICATION AND FILING FEE.

	The Commission also sets forth the following conditions:

1. That, as a condition of the license issued to RubyRide PA, LLC, t/a RubyRide, no contract or other agreement shall operate to eliminate, reduce or otherwise alter the consumer protections, driver integrity and vehicle safety requirements, or insurance requirements set forth in the Public Utility Code or the Commission’s orders and regulations.

2. [bookmark: _Hlk15391554]That, as a condition of RubyRide PA, LLC, t/a RubyRide, to the extent that RubyRide PA, LLC, t/a RubyRide uses any autonomous vehicles or vehicles with advanced driver assistance systems and technologies, such vehicles shall be and shall remain in continuous compliance with all current and future Pennsylvania Department of Transportation vehicle safety rules and regulations.

3. [bookmark: _Hlk15391289]That, pursuant to Section 2610, RubyRide PA, LLC, t/a RubyRide shall report annually to the Commission its gross intrastate receipts derived from all fares charged to customers for the provision of transportation network service, which amount shall be the basis for its annual assessment in accordance with Section 510.

4. That RubyRide PA, LLC, t/a RubyRide shall comply with all requirements established by Act 164 and any conditions the Commission reasonably may impose.
