INTERIM ORDER EXTENDING DEADLINE FOR 
COMPLAINANT TO SUBMIT DISCOVERY RESPONSES AND HOLDING RESPONDENT’S MOTION TO COMPEL IN ABEYANCE


On June 24, 2019, Respondent filed a certificate of service indicating that it forwarded to Complainants Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents (discovery requests) via first class mail.  In its discovery requests, Respondent sought information and documents related to the Complainants’ allegations.  

On August 2, 2019, Respondent filed a Motion to Compel Responses to Interrogatories and Document Requests (Motion to Compel) averring, inter alia, Complainants had not submitted any response to the discovery responses.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]On August 5, 2019, I convened a telephone prehearing conference.  Mr. Binando was present and represented himself.  Stephanie Binando was not present.  Lauren Lepkoski, Esq., was present on behalf of Respondent.  During the conference, Mr. Binando advised he received a copy of the discovery requests, but did not submit any responses.  I advised Mr. Binando that I would extend the deadline for him to submit responses and/or objections to the discovery requests to August 16, 2019.  I also advised Ms. Lepkoski that the Company should submit any responsive filing, motion, or correspondence by August 21, 2019. 

		Under the circumstances, the following order will be entered.  
	
		THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the Company’s Motion to Compel is held in abeyance. 

2. That Complainant shall serve objections or full and complete answers to each of Respondent’s discovery requests upon Respondent’s counsel and file a certificate of service with the Commission’s Secretary by August 16, 2019.   

3. That Respondent shall file and serve any responsive filing, motion, or correspondence by August 21, 2019.
