FOURTH PREHEARING ORDER

The March 27, 2019 hearing was cancelled on March 26, 2019 per PPL Electric Utilities Corporation’s (PPL or Respondent) unopposed request to continue the case as the parties were close to reaching a full settlement.  On May 14, 2019, I was notified by PPL via e-mail that settlement negotiations had reached an impasse and PPL requested a rescheduling of the hearing.  On May 16, 2019 Hubert Beck (Complainant) e-mailed me expressing a desire to continue negotiations regarding the relocation of a meter on the service property.  To date, no certificate of satisfaction has been filed.

Therefore, an Initial Call-In Telephonic Hearing in the above-captioned case is rescheduled for Tuesday, November 5, 2019 at 10:00 a.m.  All parties and witnesses must call into the telephone hearing at the toll free number 1-877-931-1680 and enter PIN Number 55872942.  Complainant’s failure to participate by phone using this method will result in the case being dismissed for failure to appear.

1.
If you intend to present any documents for my consideration, you must mail the other party one copy and the presiding officer three copies of the pre-marked exhibits/documents by November 1, 2019.  



2.
If you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b). 



3.
A request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  The requesting party must contact the other party to determine whether there is agreement to the change prior to contacting the presiding officer.  Requests for changes of initial hearings must be sent to me with copies to all parties of record.  Changes are granted only in rare situations where sufficient cause exists.

This hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s rules of practice and procedure.  52 Pa. Code Chapters 1, 3 and 5.



7.
Commission policy is to encourage settlements.  52 Pa. Code § 5.231(a).  Utility is required to contact Complainant to discuss informally the possible settlement of this case as soon as possible but no later than at least one week before the hearing.  If you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve as many questions or issues as possible during your informal discussion. 



8.
If you intend to subpoena witnesses for the hearing, you should review the procedures established in 52 Pa. Code § 5.421.  You must submit your written application to me sufficiently in advance of the hearing date so that the other parties will have the required ten (10) days’ notice to answer or object, and so you will have enough time to receive the subpoena and serve it.



9.
On or before September 4, 2019, Complainant is directed to serve copies of statements, reports, and any direct written testimony of any expert witnesses he intends to call at the hearing upon Respondent pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.412(a).  



10.
On or before October 4, 2019, Respondent is directed to serve copies of statements, reports, rebuttal testimony and exhibits to be presented at the hearing on Complainant.
