ORDER 
GRANTING COMPLAINANT’S MOTION TO APPEAR BY TELEPHONE

By Hearing Notice dated July 18, 2019, an Initial In-Person Hearing in this matter was scheduled as part of a Call-of-the-Docket on Tuesday, August 20, 2019, beginning at 1:30 p.m.

On August 15, 2019, I received a letter, via facsimile, from Mary McDevitt (Complainant or Ms. McDevitt) requesting the hearing be changed to a telephonic hearing.  I will treat this letter as a Motion for Change to a Partial Telephonic Hearing.    

On August 15, 2019, via electronic mail, I forwarded a copy of Ms. McDevitt’s letter to Shawane L. Lee, Esq., Counsel for PECO, asking if she had any objections to Ms. McDevitt appearing by telephone.  Ms. Lee responded that she did not have any objections.

After due consideration, I find good cause shown to grant the Complainant’s Motion for Change to a Partial Telephonic Hearing as it will not prejudice nor unduly burden either party in this case.  

		


THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED;

1. That the Complainant’s Motion for a Change to a Partial Telephonic Hearing in the matter of Mary McDevitt v. PECO Energy Company at Docket No. C-2019-3011345 is GRANTED;

1. That if you intend to present any documents or exhibits for my consideration at the hearing, you must send three (3) copies of each document to me, and one (1) copy of each document to every other party in this case. Your documents or exhibits must be received by me and every other party before the scheduled hearing;


1. That all other provisions of my initial Prehearing Order issued on July 19, 2019 shall remain in effect; and

1. That the scheduling staff of the Office of Administrative Law Judge shall notify the parties in writing that this matter has been changed to a Partial Telephonic Hearing and Ms. Mary McDevitt will be called at 610-955-2677 on Tuesday, August 20, 2019 between 1:30 p.m. and 4:00 p.m.
