This letter acknowledges that Commission staff has reviewed the PECO Energy Company (PECO) proposed Conservation Service Provider (CSP) contract with Waypoint Building Group, Inc. d/b/a Waypoint Energy, filed with the Commission on September 23, 2019, for the provision of the PECO Phase III Small and Large Commercial & Industrial Energy Efficiency Program.

The Implementation Order, inter alia, required all Electric Distribution Companies (EDCs) subject to Act 129 to submit, for Commission review, all proposed contracts with CSPs.  The Commission may order modification of these proposed contracts.  66 Pa. C.S. § 2806.1(a)(8).  The Commission, in its Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program Implementation Order at Docket No. M-2008-2069887 (entered January 16, 2009), delegated its authority to review and approve CSP contracts to Commission staff.

PECO issued an RFP for inactive service providers.  The proposed CSP contract with Waypoint Energy does not involve inactive service providers.  The other parties that bid on the RFP did not bid on the same program specifications as submitted by Waypoint Energy.  As such, PECO did not follow the Commission-approved RFP process.      

PECO Energy Company is advised that the proposed CSP contract with Waypoint Building Group, Inc. d/b/a Waypoint Energy filed with the Commission on September 23, 2019 is denied.  This proposed CSP violates the Act 129 requirements for CSP contracts that the program shall include procedures to require that electric distribution companies (EDCs) competitively bid all contracts with conservation service providers.  66 Pa.C.S. § 2806.1(a)(7).  This is also a violation of the requirements of the Commission’s Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program Implementation Order, that EDC’s file and follow their respective Phase III RFP procedures.  Energy Efficiency and Conservation Program Implementation Order, Docket No. M-2014-2424864, p. 119 – 121, (entered June 19, 2015).  

PECO is encouraged to issue a new RFP pursuant to its Commission-approved RFP process such that Waypoint Energy and other parties can submit competitive bids.
